My Shotgun’s Name is Ralph! 
 

As a boy, in the late forties and early fifties, I was fortunate to be able to hunt with my father, 
grandfather, my uncles and their friends. 

Some of my fondest memories of those times are of hunting on my grandfather’s farm. 
At first I tagged along and helped the beagles with the chores of hunting dogs. Of course, I carried 

my Daisy B.B. gun. When I became a little older, I was allowed to carry a single barreled Stevens 20 
gauge. Grandfather liked to carry a double barreled 12 gauge. 

Back then we only had rabbits and pheasants to hunt. My grandmother or my mom always cooked 
my rabbits and pheasants for me. My grandmother would even cook the pigeons that I shot off the shed 
roof with my B.B. gun. 

Along with the memories, there were lessons learned that have influenced my whole life. When my 
grandfather could no longer hunt because of age and health problems, I would visit and we would talk 
about the farm and revisit the hunts that we shared. On one such visit, Grandfather asked me to go to the 
cabinet and bring his old Peerless double 12 gauge to him. I opened the action when I took it from the 
cabinet and handed it to him open, just like he always instructed me to do. The bluing was about all worn 
from the barrels, there was just a hint of case hardening color on the action. The forestock and buttstock 
finish and checkering were worn from years of use, but it locked up tight and the bores were bright and 
shiny still. After looking it over, he then handed it to me and said “Take this home with you and sometimes 
take it hunting. Then when you do, stop back for a visit and tell me about your hunt.” 

Grandfather Ralph has been gone for a long time now, I still hunt with the old Peerless shotgun that 
I call “Ralph” and remember him every time I pick it up.
